The program has resulted in increased self-esteem, reduced bullying, and improved
school climate. We aim to offer this program to every 7th-grade student in Jackson
County each year, with costs around $65 per student.

Dozens of community members generously volunteer to facilitate small student groups
during the event, creating meaningful connections. Following Challenge Day, committee
liaisons support school counselors and coordinators in implementing engaging activities
that empower students to maintain a safe and supportive school environment. The
program has led to increased self-esteem, reduced bullying, and an improved school
climate. Our goal is to offer this experience to every 7th-grade student in Jackson
County each year, at a cost of approximately $65 per student.
